Norwegian victory in the NATO Chess Championship 

1994! 

Breda, Nederland 26 November – 3 December 

After six German victories in this traditional tournament, it was for the first time since 1987 a team 

victory to Norway. An impressively even team effort meant that there were too many points to collect 

for the other teams' top players in an unbearably exciting final round. The tournament is played as an 

individual competition with up to eight participants from each team, where the top four count in the 

team match. The four "worst" also contribute, by stealing important points, and the Norwegian "2nd 

team" was actually the best of these this year.
